LAKERS BEAT NINE RIVALS
FOR MAT CROWN AND JASKOT
RETAINS CONFERENCE TITLE

State University College at
Oswego suiprised a SUNY Cort
land team which had beaten
Oswego in dual meets twice
during the regular season and
stunned a partisan Cortland
crowd by scoring an upset vic-
tory and taking the SUNY Con-
ference Championship wrestling
meet Saturday from a field of
none contenders.

The Lakers, who had been
forecast for no better than a
second-place finish, grabbed off
four class titles including the
1i8 poind won by Wally Jaskot
for the third straight year. Al-
so crowned were freshman Carl
Carrozza at 134 pounds, sopho-
more Ernie Williams at 150, and
senior Tommy Fitch ai 158,

Oswego amased 86 points,
leaving Cortland behind in sec-
ond with 77, Brockport in third
with 64, and Potsdam fouarth
with 33, The rest of the field,
out of contention, incimded On-
eanta, 27, Geneseo, 9; Buffalo
State, 8: New Paltz, 7. and
Plattsburgh 2. The lOth Coufer -
ence member, Fredonia, did act
field an entry.

Jaskot begam his victory
march, which emdeqd with an
anti clmactic championship
match, by beating New Paltr's
Pal Frasier in 4:48 in the pre-
liminarv roand. Wally walloped
his pext foe by a fall aiso,
piming Brockport’s Jim Erm

in 5:40. But in the champion-
ship he was awarded a defauit
when Potsdam’s Ron Lewis
was unable tn compete because
of a neck injury sustained in
winning his semifinal,

Carrozza whipped Zip Pock-
miller (BS) in 6:05 of the pre-
liminary and out-generaled
Snake Signor of Potsdam, 1-0
in the semifinal. In the champ-
tonship, Carrozza clipped Mike
Davey of Cortland, 7-4.

Ernie Williams defeated Sal
Terrana of Oneonta, 4-3, in the
150 championship, in which Wil-
liams extended his season’s to-
tal wins to 19. The energetic
hustler owns a season record of
19-4-1. Williams entered the fi-
nals after beating Bruce Bennett
of Buffalo State, 1i-5, and Palono
of Cortland, 7-3, in 2 semifinal,

Fitch, a champion his sopho-
more year, also woa by a single
point in the finals, when he beat
Potsdam’s Bob Johmson, 5-4
Earlier, Fitch had pimned Cap
Cook of New Puiltz, in 7:15, and
blanked Al Hoffman of Oneonta,
5-0.

The Lakers aiso had two
rmoersup, Ralph Pirzo at 167,
and heavyweight Jobn Simmonds,
Pizzo lost to Bock Buck beit
of Brociport in the finais, 5-2,
aNer beating Al "‘”ofuenewo
13-3, ad Gary Galea of Pots-
dam, 4-i. Simmonds was pinned
after one mirwte bv Cortiand’s
Lea Schlacter, the defending
champ.

back with a 3-0 win against
Prince Petroff of Potsdam in
the consolation final,

Wuilliez lost to Stan Rogers
of Cortland, 6-2, but came on
to wipe out Mick Meisner of
Oneonta, 16-0, and them beat Al
Lyon of Potsdam for third, 3-2.
Wraight lost to Bill Grillo of
Brockport 6-0 and then rebound-
ed with a 5-4 win against Bob
Jackson of Genesea, and a 4-]
win against Al Brown of Oneon-
ta for third.

The Lakers’ 177 pound entry,
Rill Waliguda, injured an ankle
in a2 semifinal bout, and was
forced to default to Oneonta’s
Bill Schuler,

The meet ended the regular
season for Howard’s wrestlers,
some of whom will now travel
to the NCAA college division
tourney at North Dakota State
In Fargo.

The Oswego team returned
the title to the lakeside campus
after an asence of oniy ooe
year, Oswego had won the title
three straigit years until Cort-
land interveped a2 vear ago, Sat-
urday’s win was the 6th time
in the last eigit years Oswego
took the crown,
