Rome, Ithaca and Marcellus will be 
among the outstanding basketball teams 
competing in Cayuga County this weekend 
in three holiday basketball tournaments. 

Two tournaments, one at Southern 
Cayuga and one at Cato-Mendian, will start 
Thursday and conclude on Friday, while a 
third at Auburn High, will run on r- nday and 
Saturday Six Cayuga County teams will be 
participating, along with six visiting squads. 

The first annual Cayuga County Holiday 
Basketball Tournament will feature four 
teams from the old Cayuga County league. 
Weedsportand Fort Byron, now members of 
the Onondaga High School League South, 
will meet on Thursday night as will Southern 
Cayuga and Union Springs, now in the 
Interscholastic Athletic Conference, in 
league games. The winners will meet 
Friday for the championship. , 

Weedsport and Port Byron are almost 
dead even in the OHSL South Cayuga 
Division thus far this season. Weedsport has 
a 1-3 mark and Port Byron is 1-2. PB, which 
has among its losses a tough 65-63 defeat by 
Cato-Meridian, has an outstanding scorer in 
senior center Rick Tonzi, who has averaged 
17 points a game. Tonzi, at 6'1" and 175 
pounds, is also a good rebounder. 

Weedsport has three of the OHSL South's 
leading scorers. Dan Soules is fourth, Jim 
Cuddy fifth and Tom Martin eighth in the 
league's most recent figures. All three are 
seniors. Soules, leading scorer on the team 
with a 16 point per game average, is a 5'6", 
130 pound guard who doubles as a defensive 
standout. Martin, a forward, was the team's 
leading scorer last season until injured. 
Warrior Coach Marlin Hutton feels that 
Cuddy could be a great guard, but, at 6'1", 
he must play underneath. 

Both Union Springs and Southern Cayuga 
have dropped several close games this 
season. US has a good 1-2 scoring 9" senior 
guard Bob Dudek and junior forward Bill 
Gabak. Coach Jake O'Connor feels that the 
team has speed and he puts it to the best 
advantage he can by using the fast break on 
offense and the press on defense. 

The Southern Cayuga team has been hurt 
this season by the loss of All-Leaguer Dave

One-time skier teaches children

ago. Ruedi Wyrsch broke his left hand and 
plummeted from the ranks of the world's top 
amateur skiers. 

Today, the 35-year-old "hotdogging" ski 
entrepeneur earns his living on the slopes. 
'The Pied Piper" of Mount Snow, Vt. boasts 

a "learn-to-ski" club following of more than 
2.000. 

And when he's not teaching the children 
how to ski or clowning on his 14-foot ski 
stilts. Wyrsch is likely to be taping ski shows 
for a I/ong Island television station or ap­
pearing at some winter sports er-~ 
travaganza. -

"I finally found a gap within the business 
which is basically entertainment," the 
flamboyant "slope-stepper" said recently in 

an interview here. 
At 19, Wyrsch had already won a host of 

Swiss regional crowns and the national 
championships. But the broken left hand 
kept him from competing in the 1960 Winter 
Olympic Games in Squaw Valley, Calif. 

Yet Wyrsch scoffs at the fierce com­
petitiveness of some skiers. 

"Everybody is so busy breaking records 
and trying to do quadruple flips and proving 
that this is the fastest, the best or goodness 
knows what ... that they forget completely, 
that the thine is to relax." *•>• '•-

~Wyrsch began skiing In 1939. He says the 
only problem he had learning to ski wasthat 
his diapers "kept freezing." 

"When I was six years'old and anybody 
asked me what I was going to do when I 

V 

grew up. I kept saying I was going to be a 
professional skier." wyrsch said. But his 
teachers advised him to pursue a business 
program since professional skiing did not 
exist. "Apparently, when you don't know 
what you want to be, you study business. So I 
have a business degree and I've skied ever 
since," he laughed. 

Ruedi teachers indirectly, guiding the 
youngsters through an obstacle course 

"If a child does it several times, the child 
teachers himself how to ski without knowing 
it," he said. 

The course consists of a series of plastic 
doors •'set-up m such a way that if you do it" 
just slightly right you turn," a stretch of 
woods and a snowladen teeter-totter.
