The 
Dragons were well gifted with seniors on the varsity squad: 
Brian Gazda (135), Dan Wetzel (138), At Caci (145), Randy 
Dibble (155), Brian Baker (167), Peter Grodem (177), and 
Bob Gervasi (215). Jay Swerthoffer also wrestled 177 Varsity 
for the first six matches and was undefeated when he had 
to resign from the line up because of an injured elbow. 
Pembroke also entered three tournaments and did very 
well in all three.
